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In October of 2005, CityMatCH was awarded a new three-year cooperative agreement through the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s (CDC) National Center for HIV, STD, and TB Prevention (NCHSTP). The scope of work presented in this cooperative agreement was to adapt a sentinel health event methodology to the investigation of perinatal HIV transmission. The overall goal of the project has been framed as follows: To adapt the Fetal and Infant Mortality Review (FIMR) process in order to identify and address missed perinatal HIV prevention and treatment opportunities in pilot communities.
To complete this work, CityMatCH has partnered with the National Fetal and Infant Mortality Review (NFIMR) Program – housed at the American College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists (ACOG). Together, CityMatCH, CDC, and NFIMR/ACOG are working with three pilot communities (Baton Rouge, LA, Detroit, MI, and Jacksonville, FL). These communities were selected due to their presence of a strong existing FIMR project and past experience within a CityMatCH perinatal HIV collaborative.
Together, CityMatCH, CDC, and NFIMR/ACOG are working to develop a project protocol, abstraction forms, and database for use in the project. Each of the reviewed cases will utilize these developed tools to identify local systems that could be improved in order to better serve women and children. The three pilot sites will form Case Review and Community Action Teams that will identify and review cases of perinatal HIV exposure within their communities and recommend subsequent action. 
This cooperative agreement is an essential part of achieving our mission at CityMatCH: Improving the health and well-being of urban women, children and families by strengthening the public health organizations and leaders in their communities.
